Intercultural Rhetoric and the Teaching of EFL Writing

ULLA CONNOR

Contrastive rhetoric research began more than 30 years ago with Robert Kaplan’s seminal article on writing by learners of English as a second language.  Since Kaplan’s (1966) article, many changes have taken place in contrastive rhetoric studies, as discussed in Connor (1996, 2002, and 2004). Changes have taken place in the genre of writing studied; now, not only student essay writing but other types of writing in various academic and professional genres are considered worthy objects of study and teaching. Methods of research have also changed as more sophisticated text analyses have emerged. These new methods are more powerful in exploring contexts and processes of writing, which are key components in any writing activity. Finally, greater sensitivity to the dynamic nature of culture and identity has introduced complexity into contrastive rhetoric research. In the presentation, I will describe new developments in the theory of Intercultural Rhetoric, and how they affect the teaching of EFL writing.
